Geography

Planning inclusive lessons

Geography lends itslf to leaming through inquiry as part of a
knowledge-rich approach, which provides significant opportunities.
‘and benefts to leamers with SEND. Pracitioners should make clear
connections between lessons and content covered, building on prior
leaming to help pupils understand the ‘big picture’. Much of the time,
‘geographical themes culminate in decision making or evaluation of
‘an issue, 50 where possible, ensure that leamers with SEND have a
clear visual map in mind of where a sequence of lessons is heading.
Wherever possible teachers should demonstrate and model examples
of completed outcomes.

Geographical iteracy can be a common challenge for leamers with
'SEND due to the breadh of complex tier 3 language. Teachers can
develop and embed this by using the following strategies:

= Make links to everyday language and model how terms
like ‘sustainable’ might be applied to physical activity,
for example reguiar use of retrieval practice allows.
recap of key words or concepts to be embedded

« Use questioning to encourage leamers with SEND o
‘develop their vocabuiary through oracy and embed the
cortect terminology in their spoken language over time.

= Geographical iteracy mats with visual suppors
‘should be used frequently to support with common
styles of geographical written work.

Geography lessons can often carry lots of detail and be content
heavy. Teachers can reduce the cognitive load by minimising
information on powerpoint slides and chunking up the lesson into
clearty defined episodes. Consider how longer texts can be presented
10 leamers with SEND. Threshold concepts'are those which
allleamers must understand in order to progress in a sequence
oflessons, e.g. ‘Greenhouse Effect or ‘Urbanisation’. Planning
‘appropriate scaffolding including the use of accessible media content
can help ensure leamers grasp these threshold concepts.

‘When presenting information in class a visualiser can be a very useful
ool showing leamers where to complete  task, supporting teachers
o address any misconceptions, model key concepts and celebrate the
leaming of all pupis regardless of heir needs. Upioading accessible:
Videos to oniine piatiorms (such as Google Classroom) to help leamers.
o catch up, and to enable non specialstteachers of geography to

‘see exactly how to deliver concepts or lesson segments, should help
increase consistency of delivery across the subject.

‘When considering assessments, ensure that the process of revision is
‘explicty taught. Examples ofthis are in the videos here. Providing pre-
‘made revision cards is an excellent way of doing this, and an example
from KS3 Tropical Rainforests Unit i finked here.

Another consideration for when leamers are completing assessed
work, especially with extended writng, is that they need to be clear on
what they need to do to produce an excellent answer. Providing guided
‘mark schemes provides the leamers with clear criteria, and also helps.
with feedback for the staff meaning the leamers can clearly see what

they needto do to improve.

Creating an inclusive environment

‘Geography lessons frequently involve sources suich as photos,
textbooks, graphs and maps. Accessing these sources may be
‘abarrier o leaming for leamers with vision impairment (V1) or
dyscalculia. For leamers with VI, ensure that sources are enlarged
wherever possible and check that shaded colours in choropleth maps
or pie charts are easily distinguishable to any leamers with colour
biindness. Software connecting iPads to visualizers and PowerPoints
‘can be particularly helpful 5o that leamers who have VI can zoom in
o screen shot in order to see data sources close up and at their own
pace. Leamers who siruggle to access lessons because of numeracy
difficulies will benefit from additional scaffoding to access these
‘sources-working alongside and co-producing resources and scaffolds
with maths teachers can support teachers to evelop a range of
sirategies to support pupils consistenty across all curiculum areas
